ALLOWED: Two (2) loads per household junk, bagged garbage, bulky items, small building
materials, furniture, mattresses, hot water tanks, glass, stoves, scrap metal, iron, appli-
ances with Freon removed with tag attached (we no longer remove freon), tires—a limit
of four (4) passenger car/truck or smaller per household, car batteries (limit three (3) to a
resident). All loose items must be bagged, bundled, and tied (OR YOU WILL BE TURNED
AWAY). Keep bundles and bags to a 50Ib weight limit. All bundles must be 4ft or under.
NOT ALLOWED: Hazardous waste, transmissions, concrete, blocks, bricks, stone, boats.
No chemicals or flammables, no explosives—such as gas, oil, paint, or anything with Fre-
on. No yard waste, branches, brush, or barrels. If in doubt, call Arrow Sanitation.
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
